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Purpose:
The purpose of this policy is to establish and coordinate a dust control program for residents and businesses applying dust control within the municipality.

Scope of Policy:

This policy applies to residents, ratepayers, and businesses applying dust control for personal reasons within the municipality. 

Definitions:
“CAO” means the Chief Administrative Officer as appointed by Council.
“Clerk” means the Municipal Clerk of the Gilbert Plains Municipality, or his/her designate.
“Council” means the duly elected Reeve and Councillors of the Gilbert Plains Municipality.
"Designated Officer" means any employee appointed as a designated officer within the Municipality.
“Contractor” means a person or firm hired by the property owner to perform dust control application on their behalf.
“Property Owner” means the registered owner of the property who applied for the dust control on the municipal roadway adjacent to their property.
“Site” means the work site as applied for by the owner and approved by the Municipality.
General Provisions:
a) The municipality will continue to supply and apply dust control to backlanes and streets as needed within the Town of Gilbert Plains. 
b) Each applicant will have the opportunity to participate in the municipally coordinated program or comply with the self-application guidelines provided here within.
c) Application forms (Appendix “A”) are available on the municipal website or they can be picked up or emailed from the municipal office during regular business hours.
d) All applications must be completed with all information filled in as noted on the form on or before the deadline. Late applications will not be accepted. No exceptions
e) The municipality will continue to perform regular road maintenance regardless of whether a dust suppressant product is to the roadway if safety/condition of the roadway becomes a concern. This will be at the discretion of the Public Works Manager.
f) The municipality will not provide compensation for blading over dust suppression sites in any situation. 
g) The applicant must acknowledge and agree to release the municipality and its employees, agents, councillors, and contractors from any and all liability, claims, demands, actions and causes of action from any claims losses, damages, injury or illness of any nature arising out of or relating to the dust suppressant agent, the application of the dust suppressant agent including, without limitations any impacts on soil, groundwater or vegetation in, on or under their property.
h) Council may by resolution, alter, add, or remove any parts of this policy or the dust suppression program in it’s entirety. 

Municipal Program Guidelines:
a) The Municipality will apply dust suppression for personal purposes at the costs established annually by Council and approved by resolution. 
b) Residents or businesses applying for dust suppression must adhere to the following deadlines:
a. APRIL 30 – Deadline to submit application for dust suppression for the current year
b. JUNE 30 - The municipality will ensure that the sites submitted by April 30th deadline will be prepped accordingly at the discretion of the Public Works Manager (weather conditions can become a factor)
c. SEPTEMBER 15 – The municipality will resume regular maintenance of the roadway and blading of the sites will occur in order to prepare for fall. 
c) Stakes will be provided by the Municipality and must be installed and maintained by the applicant. The applicant will determine the location where the dust suppressant will be placed. 
d) Applicants will be responsible for keeping their marking stakes up until the product has been applied. Application will be for the amount paid for regardless of the stake distances. Please ensure stakes are measured appropriately to ensure placement is accurate. 
e) The type of dust suppressant utilized will be determined by the municipality in its sole discretion. 
f) The municipality will not guarantee the effectiveness of the dust suppressant product, and once it has been applied, no refunds will be issued. The use of dust suppressant it meant to control dust on the roadway, not to eliminate it completely. 

Self Application Guidelines: 
If residents or businesses wish to apply dust suppression product on their own and not participate in the municipally organized program, they may do so at their own cost, subject to the following:
a) Application of intention to apply dust suppression must be submitted to the municipal office by April 30 of each year. No late applications will be accepted. 
b) It is the responsibility of the applicant to contact the Public Works Manager in order to be advised of any scheduled gravel application for the season. If the applicant applies dust suppression prior to a gravel application, there will be no compensation. 
c) It is the responsibility of the applicant to apply dust suppression after the road has been bladed.
d) If the Municipality observes excessive amounts of dust suppression product being applied, in which it is causing damage to the roadway or liability concerns, the municipality may prohibit future dust suppression applications to the individual/ratepayer and charge all costs relating to the repair of the roadway to the individual/ratepayer.


Exceptions to this Policy:
Where a conflict exists between the provisions of this policy and any legislative or legal requirement, the legal requirement shall prevail.
Interpretation & Administration:
The CAO is responsible for interpreting and administering this policy, and such interpretations will be final. Should an application be disputed, Council will have the final decision. 
Policy Review and Procedure:
This policy will be reviewed as required, but in any case, no less than once per four (4) year term of Council.
